The canonization of Pier Giorgio Frassati will take place in 2025!

The official announcement was made by Cardinal Marcello Semeraro, prefect of the
Dicastery for the Causes of Saints, during the 18th National Assembly of Italian Catho-
lic Action, in Sacrofano, Italy. "I would like to tell you that the canonization of
Blessed Pier Giorgio Frassati is now clear on the horizon and looming for the next
jubilee year," he said. He was then interrupted by a long applause!

Please join in prayers of thanksgiving that this event we have prayed for is becoming a
reality. How beautiful that this news came on the tenth anniversary of the canoniza-
tion of Pope Saint John Paul Il who beatified Pier Giorgio in 1990. As it is so often said,
God's timing is perfect!

The canonization date has not yet been announced but we will keep you posted.
